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Incident Summary
• Slipped while walking on icy surface
• Strained back while picking up scrap on floor
• Strained back stepping off platform
• Cut finger while cutting sample
• Tripped on edge of floor mat
• Cut finger picking up open razor blade
• Struck by roll on leg
• Welding rod punctured glove – minor injury that became infected
• Hit head on baler door after standing up
• Neck strain from removing belt.
• Reached over part which contained photoresist solution. Solution wicked through cleanroom

suit resulting in chemical burn to midsection of the body
• Hearing Loss – Medical condition or Behavior?
• Turning roll to cut samples – roll slipped out of cradle – employee attempted to catch roll

pinched fingers between roll and rack.
• Employee lifted trash bag out of container/Cutting down cardboard – Shoulder Strain
• MSD – Office Workstation Design
• Connecting coupler strained shoulder



Incident Summary - 2005
1. Employee strained back while removing padlock

from tool box. Required chiropractic care. Restricted
work activity

2. Employee slipped in parking lot when exiting vehicle
and strained their lower back.  Required chiropractic
care. Restricted work activity.

3. Employee lost balance when descending ladder and
struck ribs against metal storage rack. Suffered
contusion to rib area. Prescription medication.

4. Employee suffered abdominal strain when lifting a
part.

5. Employee strained elbow when pulling elastic on
unwind.
